Dear Parents / Carers

I am writing to inform you of some of the developments in respect of the Swine Flu outbreak.  I am sure you are aware from both local and national media that the number of cases appears to be rising.
Currently we have 5 students who have presented symptoms and are at home being treated with Tami Flu prescribed by their GP.  Due to the large numbers of people displaying symptoms this medication is being issued by GPs without a diagnosis being confirmed.

A key piece of information is that most people diagnosed with Swine Flu have experienced relatively mild flu symptoms and have recovered quickly.

I would like to assure you that we are keeping ourselves well informed at this stage and want to deliver a calm response to the situation.  As always our highest priority is the welfare of our children, staff and families.  Current advice from The Health Protection Agency is that schools should not close, but should be vigilant and send any children home who are presenting symptoms.

If you, or anyone in your family, develops symptoms of flu-like illness, the advice is that you stay at home and contact your GP or NHS Direct on 0845 46 47.

Typical symptoms are:

headache


aching muscles and tiredness

chills



limb or joint pain

runny nose


diarrhoea or stomach upset

sneezing


loss of appetite

Other symptoms may include:

sore throat


cough

accompanied by a fever
