In certain circumstances, we have to pass this information on to other organisations such
as the Local Authority (LA), the Government's Department for Children, Schools and
Families (DCSF), the Qualifications and Curriculum Authority (QCA) and to any other
school your child eventually transfers to.

If your child is aged 12 or over, we also have to pass information to the Youth Support
Services, run by the Central Bedfordshire local authority, who provide advice, guidance
and access to personal development opportunities to all young people aged 13 -19. This
information includes names and addresses of the child, the date of birth and their parents
names.

As a parent or guardian, you can choose not to allow the school to disclose any further
information about your child to the Youth Support Service other than your child's name
and address. If your child is aged 16 or over, your child has the right to decide whether
information is passed onto Youth Support Service.

Please indicate whether you wish to give consent or otherwise for further
information, other than names, addresses and date of birth to the Youth Support
Service on the form overleaf and return it to the school office as soon as possible.

The accompanying Privacy Notice explains how we deal with your child's information and
the rights you or your child have to access this information.
